To date, Shaolin Temple USA has enrolled over 800 students of diverse backgrounds. In March 2009, Shaolin Temple USA produced the 6-day, multiple-city cultural event to celebrate “China Songshan Shaolin Temple Day” in Northern California. Since January 2011, Shaolin Temple USA has been offering Shaolin Kung Fu classes at Stanford University under the School of Medicine's Health Improvement Program (HIP).
